Government slashes support to asylum seekers awaigj a decision
The government has announced that it is cuttingash support to destitute
asylum seekers waiting for a decision. Currenthgle asylum seekers over the
age of 25 receive £42.16 a week, which is 70%tlesms a single person over the
age of 25 who is resident in the UK. The governneptanning to reduce this to
£35.15 per week from October, leaving asylum seekgh only £5 per day to
live on.

There is a widening gap between the rich & the pble current economic
model benefits 0.01% of the population & increabesprofits of
transnational corporations & banks. These, of aurannot function
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effectively without politicians willing to listerottheir counsels & act on
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their advice. Dwight D Eisenhower warned in 1958ha was leaving
office, of the rise of the military-industrial cotep. Fifty years later that
complex is part of the scenery.

Since the era of Deng Xiaoping, Margaret Thatch&dhald Reagan (icons

of our now critically exhausted globalization presg we have been living

in an Age of Excess. We are struggling now withdhallenge of passing to

an Era of Living Simply. How we take on board tialkenge will deter-
mine the fate of the poor of the earth, the heabhgur wounded planet &
our commitment to peace, to a world without war&lear weapons, with
out depredation of the earth, without soul-destrgypoverty.

The systemic meltdown we are witnessing is closelgted to other aspects

of our planetary life. The most obvious is theld&pn of oil.
Our oil-fuelled civilization was born around 1850western Pennsylvania
& will end around 2050. A short 200 years. The értie is melting faster
than thought before. There may be a permanently pla@ssage within five
to ten years. Rising sea levels will eradicate Waisl & Tuvalu.

This is a time of hell & high water. Our bishop&itas years ago that we are

the first generation since Genesis able to desheyarth. And we can do
atomically, biologically, chemically, environmer{abr demographically. It
would be easy to despair & to throw up our handsumender to the
inevitable. Though there is no room for optimisrarthis always our
stubborn hope, even in times of desperation, timagich to look into the
abyss.

Abbot Christopher Jamison urges us to return tgthetice of the cardinal
virtues of prudence, justice, fortitude & tempemnthese were
foundational practices of Greek Stoicism into whaanly Christianity
inculturated. Exclusive focus on them, however|d¢oonake us a grim &
self-righteous lot. They respond to a more asdetiesv of religion. We
should not lose sight of other values derived famJewish heritage:
gratuity, celebration, Eucharistic joy & even adffigallows humour.

We are not here to wallow in gloom & doom. We amrtdor the life of the
world, to do the Good News, to encourage oursefvethers, to give faith-
ful witness to the God who says in the silent deathour souls,

The word “crisis” is Greek in origin and signifias
time of opportunity as well as risk. How therefongyht the present crisis in

global finance be a graced moment for a new visigastice rooted in new eco

nomic order? This was a question posedioy Beattie in her talk at the NJPN

Networking Day in Bristol. She sought to show hawv G€hristian tradition offers

us the resources to live as signs of hope in adnaadrinjustice and violence, or
the words of St Augustine, to discover ‘the trafiuof order’ which peace of-
fers. This was put into the

context of the cost and futility of war in termshafman lives, economic
expenditure and the distortion of scientific endmavin the of diversion of
funding into military research, rather than the enorgent issues facing the
planet. In the light of all this she suggested fttis single most revolutionary
move the Catholic Church could make would be to makit as difficult for its
followers to support war as it currently is for them to support abortion.”
Pope John Paul II's 1995 encyclicBiangelium Vitaeondemns the West’s
“culture of death”, not only in relation to abomi@and euthanasia, but to anyth
opposing life, e.g. torture, subhuman living coiwhs, arbitrary imprisonment,
prostitution and trafficking. However, in 2004 ttneen Cardinal Ratzinger wrot
to the Archbishop of Washington saying that “Thex@y be legitimate diversity
of opinion even among Catholics about waging wak @pplying the death
penalty ...but not however with regard to abortémal euthanasia.” But we can
stop short of absolute pacifism and still mountay\effective campaign of
Catholic resistance to war, putting into practideatvs already there in
post-conciliar church teaching: Catholics coulddrbidden to take part in the
aggression of war but fulfil our duties as citizéxysgiving support in
non-combatant roles.

We should say that no Catholic can with a cleaisc@mce work in or invest in
the arms industry; Catholic politicians should brusinised for their attitudes tc
war. The military should not have access to Cathsthools for the purposes o
recruitment; pupils should be made aware of thdlicobetween the Catholic
faith and the politics of war; Pressure should tmeight to bear on government
to channel resources into scientific projects foveaty reduction, the
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environment etc. Military budgets should be targetepeace-keeping not war
making, including work towards a more robust arfdative UN peace-keeping
force.

So, how can we bring about change in the world®@ur means are limited, but
we can do things in our own lives to “be the chahgesh to see”, responding t
the transformative vision of the world given usJagus.

Tina described how she had gradually discovered itbeSimply campaign to b
“one of the richest and most sustaining visionis terms of Christian faith and
its practical significance.” Using public transpddr example, creates spaces
when the journey can simply be enjoyed.

LiveSimply is “a form of personal spirituality whic h brings our innermost
desires and struggles into harmony with our politial visions for justice and
peace...”

Thus in our consumerist societies “we are expemgnthe quiet despair of the
human animal cut off from its source and purpo¥¢e’are also social animals
and need human institutions to foster the sociamador human flourishing; bt
these too can become distorted, corrupt and unjust.
Mary’s Magnificat provides us with a manifesto ihieh we can see God’s gra
where others see only despair. We are called @bibithereal world of Mary
“which is woven together out of the fabric of ordiwy lives, fragile, capable of
great suffering as well as joy, dependent on thneehich nourishes us and th
communities which sustain us, and always vulnerabtaeunreal power of
wealth,greed, corruption, oppression and violentgat unreal world has been
overthrown by her Son, revealing the tendernesantgassion of God.

Defending migrant rights in the UK and challengihg racist British
National Party (BNP) were two themes to emerge frosiweekend’s
annual National Justice and Peace Network ConferenDerbyshire.
In a week that BNP leader Nick Griffin said thaab®carrying illegal
migrants to Europe should be sunk, more than 30@safiiom Justice
and Peace groups across England and Wales sttassédspel
imperative to welcome the stranger. They listemeith¢ stories of
refugees and asylum seekers from Ethiopia, DR Cafigababwe, Iran
and other countries who joined the gathering. Scatled for the right
to work in Britain, others for the voucher schemé¢ scrapped. All
called for their human dignity to be respectedina with the Church’s
Social Teaching.

“We need a ministry of welcome and accompanimeaid 8ishop
Patrick Lynch, auxiliary in Southwark Diocese ahd Bishop with
pastoral responsibility for migrants. “And welcomiis more than
saying ‘hello’” he added. The theme of migrationsvedose to his heatrt,
he said, and he described the annual conferereegasat contribution
towards building the kingdom of God”.

Neil Jameson, executive director of the Citizengddrsing Foundation
and a lead organiser of the Strangers into CisiZeampaign, spoke of
the work to regularise undocumented
workers. He suggested that the
government’s present approach to
around 750,000 such workers in the
UK amounted to forcing people into
destitution.

Don Flynn of the Migrants Rights
Network called for faith groups, trade
unions, citizens organisations and oth-
ers working on migration to come to-
gether to offer friendship and solidarity tg
migrants.

Theologian Mary Grey suggested that
Justice and Peace activists must continue buildamymunities where

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migrants are respected. She also urged that treh*dactors in migra-
tion are addressed, such as unsustainable devatbproeaflict and cli-
mate change. CAFOD and Progressio picked up onrtliscussion
groups.

The Justice and Peace contacts in Westminsterh®ark and
Brentwood dioceses, along with Housing Justicethadlesuit Refugee
Service were warmly thanked for organising thisrigeeonference. It
provided its usual blend of lively analysis, theptal reflection, good
humour and creative liturgy. More than fifty yowthd children, whose
programmes ran simultaneously, prepared dramasargk on the
theme. An audio visual of the primary age groughatconference was
cheered at the concluding liturgy before partictpatispersed back to
more than 20 participating dioceses. It showeddBrithildren playing
alongside refugee children, producing artwork araismg God
together.

The real test of an economic system is to assegshH®poor and
vulnerable are faring. In the present economids;riee world's poor is
being hit the hardest.

Today, there is a global crisis of food, fuel, fica and climate, presentin
major challenges to the ability of the world's pestrpeople to survive wit
dignity. The bottom billion people are now not ondgource-poor, but
hungry too.

The Pope says it is an ethical imperative to ‘fkedhungry’. His
Encyclical calls for economic development beingeablproduce real
growth that is ‘...of benefit to everyone and gaely sustainable’.

He is sharply critical of the present economic eysthat divides the
market from the state, downplays ethical concenascietaches social ant
economic life from human decision makers.

He challenges the idea that economics followsvits deterministic laws.
Instead, he presses for an economic approachhibl¢eges those in
power to act out their responsibility by addresdimg needs of the least
privileged persons and nations.

He says: "Life in many poor countries is till extrely insecure as a
consequence of food shortages, and the situatald b@come worse..."
With regard to the environment, he reminds us tHdte environment is
God’s gift to everyone, and in our use of it, wedia responsibility
towards the poor, towards future generations awdrils humanity as a
whole."

New ECCR report reveals the down-side of flexikdbour

Migrant workers fill many agency, seasonal and teragy jobs

in the UK and Ireland. But, according to a new répy the Ecumenical Counci
for Corporate Responsibility (ECCR), they remaitneuable to very low pay,
over-long hours, poor health and safety conditierkplace discrimination anc
other forms of injustice.

The report reveals the vulnerability of migrant kens in areas of the domestic
economy where low-skilled flexible labour is contrated: care, cleaning,
construction, hospitality and catering, and fooddurction, manufacturing and
retail. The report compares the policies and prastof nine food production,
manufacturing and supermarket companies towardsamtigvorkers, particularly
in their supply chains.

ECCR'’s report highlights the need for companiesdoognise the potential
vulnerability of migrant, temporary and agency wek implement effective
codes of conduct for suppliers; increase awareniesghts among all workers;
and strengthen monitoring and audits.

Stop Arming Israel campaign victory
After months of pressure the UK government has anced it is revoking five
arms licences to Israel in light of the assaulGaza earlier this year. The revok
licences are for components for warships used éysttaeli army during the
attack on Gaza, which left over 1,400 Palestinteesd. Earlier this year, Foreig
Secretary David Miliband announced a review of aexjzsorts to Israel.
It is believed that Britain is the first country in the world to revoke an arms
licence in response to the war on Gaza.
While this marks an important step, the tH<oked only five out of a total 182
licences for arms exports. By selling arms to lstiae UK is giving direct
material support for Israel's aggression and sgnaiclear message of approva
for its actions. It was recently revealed thatha first nine months of last year
Britain licensed the sale of military equipment tolsrael worth £27 million.
The British government has repeatedly admittedésdnot accept Israel
assurances that British arms will not be deployettheé Occupied Palestinian
Territories. Stop Arming Israel Campaign is calliiog an immediatéwo way
arms embargo against Israitle UK government spends millions of pounds
each year buying arms from Israeli companies whichave been ‘tested' in the
