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OFSTED INSPECTION

Our Infant School at St Dominic’s was inspected by Ofsted on the
7th and 8th of September this year. The inspection was carried out
by one of Her Majesty’s Inspectors and two additional inspectors.
They visited 15 lessons, held meetings with staff, children and gov-
ernors and looked at a range of documentation provided by the
school. They looked in detail at the children’s attainment and pro-
gress and the impact of the leadership and management and the
federation with the Junior School.

Thelr main findings state that :
St Dominic’s is a good school.
They found that the children's progress is good and shows that
the quality of teaching is good.
Behaviour is good due to the skilful way that all staff manage
this; In fact they said that the care, guidance and support for all
children is outstanding !
The curriculum is good and they commented on the exciting
range of activities that the children take part in and the new
topic based curriculum as a great strength of the school.
Leadership and management of the school is good and the sen-
ior team provides clear-sighted leadership providing a high qual-
ity of care for the children.

From discussion with parents and carers and analysis of the ques-
tionnaires parents completed they found that school is highly re-
garded by the children’s families and that the effectiveness of the
work that the school does with parents is outstanding.

Well done to all the staff, children
and governors in our Infant School,
and to the staff in the Junior School
who work so closely together with
the Infant Staff. We look forward to
seeing them as one school in 2011
when they move into their brand
new school building !

Churches around the world tradi-
tionally mark the Week of Prayer
for Christian Unity from 18 to 25
January in the octave between
the feasts of St. Peter and St.
Paul, although some local com-
munities choose to celebrate it
around the Feast of Pentecost.

The global organisers (the Pontifi-

cal Council for the Promotion of
Christian Unity and the World Council of Churches) of the
Week of Prayer for Christian Unity asked Scotland to host the
week in 2010 to mark the centenary of the first world mission
conference that met in Edinburgh. This gathering is tradition-
ally seen as the beginning of the modern ecumenical move-
ment, which seeks the visible unity of the world's divided
churches.

Scottish churches are also involved in celebrations for the
anniversary of the 1910 conference on the theme,
"Witnessing to Christ today". Scotland therefore suggested
as the theme for the Week of Prayer for Christian Unity 2010,
"You are witnesses to these things" (Luke 24:48).

A MULTI-million pound state-of-the-art training
centre has opened its doors to young learners.

The HCTS (Huyton Churches Training Services) vocational training centre
in Princess Drive works closely with local employers to provide learners
with the skills and expertise industry needs.

It specialises in providing apprenticeship training , funded by the
Learning and Skills Council (LSC) and supported by the National
Apprentice ship Service (NAS), in children’s care, |  earning and devel-
opment, general construction and floor covering. It also offers Entry
to Employment (e2e) and Train to Gain courses.

The £6m building replaces two smaller nearby centres and houses three
purpose-built training workshops where students can learn their chosen
trade using products and tools supplied by local traders who are support-
ing the centre.

HCTS chief executive Brian Conroy said: “This is an exciting time for
HCTS and all of our learners. We work closely with lots of employers in
Merseyside to find out exactly what they need — knowledge which we use
to develop our apprentices’ skills in the right areas.

“We are now seeing the first set of apprentices that trained with HCTS a
number of years ago moving into management positions. It's so satisfying
to see how the training has paid off for so many of the young people.”
