From September we hope 
to introduce a new help in 
our effort to grow in the 
love of God’s Word in 
Scripture. 
Instead of the Sunday Plus leaflet we have been giving out each Sun-
day, we will change to a leaflet that has the prayers and readings of 
the Mass on one side and a copy of the Gospel Reading for the fol-
lowing Sunday on the other side. 
As well as the Gospel, it will also contain some thoughts and sugges-
tions for prayer and reflection. 

We hope that using this will help to 
prepare you for the following Sunday’s 
Mass. 
Why Wednesday?? 
On Wednesdays St Dominic’s School 

will be sending home with some of the children a leaflet prepared for 
families.  It will have the following Sunday’s gospel as well as some 
helps to family reflection and prayer.  The leaflet will invite the fam-
ily to spend some time that evening using this aid to family prayer. 
 
We would like all in the parish to join in this programme at the same 
time.  As well as a personal time of prayer and reflection, we would 
like you to pray for all the families of our school children. Pray that 
God will bless them in their responsible task of 
bringing up their children; being true to the prom-
ises they made when the children were baptised. 
 
The Wednesday Word is a wonderful example of 
what we call the Triangle of HOME—
SCHOOL—CHURCH.  Assembly and Class 
prayers in SCHOOL will take their themes from 
the Gospel Reading and suggested prayers.  Fami-
lies at HOME will receive the leaflet each 
Wednesday and will be invited to spend a few 
minutes together as a FAMILY to reflect and 

pray, as God’s Word 
insp ires them. In 
CHURCH we will have 
the following Sunday’s 
Gospel on the back of 

our usual Mass leaflet.  We would like as many as possible to spend 
some time in prayer on WEDNESDAY.  Not just your own personal 
prayer and reflection. Pray also for God’s blessing on all our families 
and on our school communities. 

It is a happy coincidence for us here in St Dominic’s 
that the leaflets the children will be taking home each 
Wednesday have lots of Smiley faces on them. Having 
a happy smile is part of our Salesian Spirituality.  Don 
Bosco told St Dominic Savio that holiness consisted in 
always being happy!! 

The organisers of the Wednesday Word have chosen St Joseph as the 
Patron Saint of their project.  St Joseph is  the pa-
tron of the Universal Church and is the patron of 
families—in a special way of fathers. 
Perhaps some groups in the parish will think of 
meeting together on a Wednesday evening so that 
they can make this reflection and preparation for 
the following Sunday together.   
The organisers of The Wednesday Word hope that 
it will encourage a weekly Family Time custom in 
our school families.  We hope that the arrival of 
The Wednesday Word leaflet will remind parents 
of our Lord’s love for them and of the responsibil-
ity they took on at their child’s Baptism to share the Catholic Faith 

with them as they grow up.  We hope 
that nourishing God’s love in the heart 
of families will contribute to growing 
peace and harmony in our parish 
homes. That is our prayer.

That was true in 2007 and it is still true to-
day.  In fact it has always and will always 
be true.

HOLY WATER 
 

It is a very old Catholic tradition to bless 
ourselves with Holy Water as we come 
into church.  Many Catholic homes also 
have Holy Water. 
Holy Water reminds us of our Baptism—
our entry into the family of the Church– 

the first of the Sacraments.  
We are reminded of Jesus 
being baptised by John in the Jordan. 
Water is a very powerful symbol.  In the beginning 
the Spirit of God hovered over the waters, and 
Noah was brought to safety in the 
Arc.  Moses was saved by being 

floated in a basket in the waters of the Nile and 
then led the people to freedom through the wa-
ters of the Red Sea.  Jesus walked on the water 
of the Sea of Galilee and calmed the storm.  He healed the para-
lysed man in the water of Siloam.  Water flowed from his side. 
 

THE SIGN OF THE CROSS 
 

By signing ourselves with the Cross, we unite our lives and our 
suffering with that of Jesus.  The words 
we use: “In the name of the Father and 
of the Son and of the Holy Spirit. 
Amen.” are an act of faith in the mystery 
of the Trinity, in whose image we are cre-
ated, and a further reminder of the words 
of Baptism.

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SALESIAN SAINTS 
 

SAINT ALOYSIUS VERSIGLIA 
SAINT CALLISTUS CARAVARIO 

 
These are two Salesian Saints, Mar-
tyrs who gave their lives as mission-
aries in China. 
Aloysius Versiglia, born in 1873, was 
a boy at Don Bosco’s Oratory in Tu-
rin during the last two years of Don 
Bosco’s life.  He became a Salesian 
and after some years work in Italy he 
led the first Salesian missionary expe-
dition to China in 1906.   
He established a missionary base in 
Macau and opened a mission in the 
area of Shiu Chow.  He was made a 

Bishop in 1920. 
Callistus Caravario was born near Turin in 1903.  He attended the 
Salesian Oratory and decided to join the Salesians.  As a young stu-
dent he met Bishop Versiglia who was on a visit to Turin, and volun-
teered to become a missionary in China.  He travelled to China in 
1923.  He wrote home to his mother to say: “I have just given my first 
catechism lesson in Chinese!! 
He completed his studies and was ordained priest by Bishop Versiglia 
on the 18th May 1929.  In February of 1930, the two missionaries set 
out on a boat journey with some young catechists to visit a mission 
station some distance away.  On February 25th they were waylaid by a 
group of bandits.  The bishop and priests prevented the kidnapping of 
the young women catechists but were themselves shot.  Killed because 
they were catholic missionaries and defending the lives of their cate-
chists. Bishop Versiglia was 57, Fr Caravario only 27 
Pope John Paul II canonised them on 1st October 2000.  He compared 
them to the Good Shepherd who gives his life for the flock.
